Matthew 28:11-15

11While the women were on their way, some of the guards 
went into the city and reported to the chief priests everything 
that had happened. 12When the chief priests had met with 
the elders and devised a plan, they gave the soldiers a large 
sum of money, 13telling them, "You are to say, 'His disciples 
came during the night and stole him away while we were 
asleep.' 14If this report gets to the governor, we will satisfy 
him and keep you out of trouble." 15So the soldiers took the 
money and did as they were instructed. And this story has 
been widely circulated among the Jews to this very day.

2 Corinthians 5:14-17
14For Christ's love compels us, because we are convinced that one 
died for all, and therefore all died. 15And he died for all, that those 
who live should no longer live for themselves but for him who died 
for them and was raised again.
 16So from now on we regard no one from a worldly point of view. 
Though we once regarded Christ in this way, we do so no longer. 
17Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has 
gone, the new has come! 18All this is from God, who reconciled us to 
himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation: 
19that God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, not 
counting men's sins against them. And he has committed to us the 
message of reconciliation. 20We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, 
as though God were making his appeal through us. We implore you 
on Christ's behalf: Be reconciled to God. 21God made him who had 
no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the 
righteousness of God.
